e We are expected to return to school for 3.30pm 13th July 2023.

Students will need to bring a packed lunch for the day or have enough money for the purchasing of food
whilst in Harpenden (maximum £15 cash). Students will be escorted to the main highstreet to purchase
their lunch and escorted back to the park.

Any students entitled to a free school meal will be provided with a packed lunch for the day.
All students are required to bring enough liquids to last them for the length of the experience day.

Students are required to wear sensible footwear and clothing for the day. Please check the weather for the
day, and ensure your child is dressed appropriately for the expected weather conditions. This will include
sun protection (Minimum of SPF30) and a rain jacket if needed.
