The details of the event are as follows:

Date: Saturday 4th July 2026

Time: 10:00 am — 12:00 pm (Arrival from 9:30 am for sign-in and t-shirt collection)

Location: Wardown Park (by the Boat House), New Bedford Road, Luton

The Route: A 5km course around the park. Participants can run, jog, or walk—the focus is entirely on having
fun rather than athletic competition!
